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1.3 School Physical Environment

School Facilities:
The area of school premises is about 4,700 square metres. The “School Improvement Programme” was completed in

September 2005. The school was well-equipped and well-maintained with a rich greenery of grass and trees.

The School has altogether 27 classrooms, three subject special rooms, namely Geography, Music and D&T rooms and
four laboratories. All classrooms are air-conditioned with sufficient natural lighting. They are also well equipped with
IT facilities. In addition, there are two computer rooms, a multi-media learning centre and a Computer-Assisted
Learning room to enhance teaching and learning. Apart from these, there are a Careers room, a Conference room, a
medical room, a PTA room, an Alumni room, a Social Worker’s room, a Canteen, two Changing rooms, a Fitness
training room, a Library, 10T room supported by InnoPower@JC, a covered playground and a multi-purpose playground
suitable for different ball games and training. Moreover, the Lecture Theatre and School Hall can be used for interclass
and interschool activities, such as dramas, debates, film shows, talks and other competitions.

In this academic year, 1 classroom on the 4/F (Room 401) was renovated by the support of InnoPower@JC: Fellowship
for Teachers resources and school funding. This 10T room aims to promote STEM and Design thinking and Technology

education for our students.

In the new annex, there are two interview rooms, a Visual Arts room, a Multi-purpose room, a Guidance room, a

Language Room, a supportive education room, two rooms for Campus TV and a Student Activity Centre.

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3.9 Staff Development

There were 3 staff development days conducted in the year 2021-2022.

The first staff development day was held at 8:30 on 11" October 2021. Brother Dennis first conducted the
International Lasallian Days for Peace 2021 session and teachers did some prayers with Brother. Before the
second session kicked off, the principal briefly talked about BYOD and its related discipline and teaching
issues.

The second session was about how to use character strengths to motivate SEN students to adopt self -directed
learning. Teachers first discussed the weaknesses and strengths of CGHC students. The aim of the workshop
was to teach teachers not to focus on fixing problems but explore students’ strengths so that they are more
willing to challenge themselves and be more positive. Teachers then did an activity to identity their own
character strengths, namely courage, humanity, justice, temperance, transcendence and wisdom. Teachers
belonged to the same group discussed their own strengths. After the break, teachers were given cases and
discussed how to identify and develop students’ character strengths. The speaker then introduced successful
cases from other schools. Many teachers responded positively to the workshop and claimed that they were
inspired.

The third session was titled ‘Establish positive mental health culture in school’. The speaker told us the
symptoms of mental health problems and measures to deal with stress. Afterwards, there was a one hour yoga
lesson for teachers to stretch themselves. Many teachers enjoyed it.

Before the end of the staff development day, the principal made announcements on the arrangement of the
whole day school and about a staff development day organised by the Lasallian family on 12th May. The
meeting adjourned at 4: 35 P.M

The second staff development themed National Security was held at 8:30 on 13" Dec. The session was
conducted by two EDB speakers who asked teachers to discuss issues related to National Security and how
it could be incorporated into the curriculum they teach. There were two discussion sessions and various
examples, particularly in the field of Chinese and science, were given to inspire teachers doing it. Each group
had to present their findings.

The main focus of the principal’s session was value education. He explained that next year teachers would
have to incorporate appropriate values in curriculum. In the second term, teachers should attempt doing it as
a trial and details would be announced later. The meeting adjourned at 1:00 P.M.

The third staff development was held at 8:30 on 22th July, 2022 in the school Hall. Due to a school crisis,
the school supervisor addressed to us with a speech to cheers us up. Dr Chu who specialised mindfulness,
positive psychology was also invited to conduct a workshop with us. The theme was self-nourishment for
teachers: mindful self-compassion and the objectives were to be aware of their emotional needs and develop
strategies for self-care. The workshop first started off with a meaningful player. Teachers sat in groups of 4-
6 and discussed a number of questions for reflection. For example, what is the emotion that you find it most
difficult to accept? Who is your idol? Why do we exile our dark self? Is human nature good or bad? Who is
the best friend? How does he or she treat you? A group was selected to share their ideas. It is hoped that
after the workshop, teachers could relieve their worries and understood more about mindfulness, common
humanity and self-kindness. The principal rounded off the session with a short speech to emphasis and make
clear a few issues. The meeting adjourned at 11:40 pm.

Our team has carried out the following activities to achieve the above 2 goals.

Library and reading programs

The total number of books borrowed this year was 2472 which was a big jump from 1881 last year. On average, each
student borrowed 6 books. As a result of class suspension and online teaching due to the pandemic, the number of
books borrowed was still low compared to the pre-pandemic time.

Morning reading and book exhibition
Due to half day school, morning reading was only conducted from mid-Oct to Dec. One book exhibitions was
organized and the sales were satisfactory.

Talk
No talks could be organized this year.

Saturday reading workshop

Usually 6 workshops are organized. As there was an Open Day this year, 5 Saturday reading workshops were
arranged. The topics were mostly leisure-related. Almost 30 students and 2-8 parents joined each meeting. The
feedback was overall positive.

Eread
The record of Eread was not satisfactory this year perhaps due to less promotion. The total reading time was 17 hours
for the whole school but this year. Measures to promote were discussed in the evaluation meeting.

Promotion
Book reports from relevant teachers were collected and displayed on the designated board. Posters related to benefits
of reading were plastered on notice board in each classroom.

Competitions

Within the school, SDL Summer Reading Competition, Chinese Extensive Reading and Seasonal Reading
Competitions were carried out. The first one was not very responsive though parents’ letter was issued and some
promotions were made. The last two were in general positive.

Strategies :

In spite of the difficult circumstances, the committee still tried its best to promote and carry out reading activities.
The postponed initiatives (organizing theme based reading month and recording books viewed but not borrowed by
the library) will continue next year. The library will buy books and create themes based on the advice given on the
Reading to Learn website. The idea of teacher-student book sharing will also be explored. It is hoped that students’
interest in reading will be instilled.
